For your reference, please find herewith minimum requests as per Rl Code of
Policy

a) Provide coverage on a 24-hour basis from the time the student leaves their home until
they return home inclusive of any personal travel before and/or after the agreed exchange
period

b) Be valid in all countries in which travel will take place with the exception of student’s
home country

¢) 24-hour emergency assistance services

d) US$1,000,000 for expenses related to injury or illmess such as hospital,
doctors/physicians, dentist, ambulance or other usual and customary medical services

e} UUSS100,000 for accidental death, dismemberment, or disability
f) USE50,000 for necessary emergency iransport or evacuation of student in the event of
severe illness or bodily injury
